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Congratulations on the purchase of your speed-sleeve®
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Assembly

Note: No tools are required in the assembly of your speed-sleeve®.

Peel each of 7 hook discs (D) off backing sheet and attach to Grille (A) in
7 recessed locations, as shown.

Fit suction cup (E) to underside of Grille (A) in 3 keyhole positions shown,
by pinching cup between index finger and thumb and warming ball end
under a hot tap prior to fitting.

Note: All 3 cups must be fully located in keyhole positions. Should this
prove difficult smear ball end of cup with washing up liquid and re-fit.

Fit sleeve (C) to Grille (A) by aligning centre of red band with centre mark
on Grille (A); fasten neck of sleeve (C) to hook discs on Grille (A), one by
one. Using scissors, cut cord loop to form 2 equal strings; pass one string
through centre hole in underside of Grille (A), and firmly knot these 2
strings together.

Take speed-sleeve® out to your vehicle, and decide where you want it to
be positioned, such that safety strap (F) can pass between doors or
sunroof, from exterior to interior.

Note: Never fit speed-sleeve® in a position which obscures, or is
distracting to, the driver’s direct or peripheral vision, as shown opposite.

Having decided where to position your speed-sleeve®, choose the most
suitable safety strap (F) position on underside of Grille (A). Take safety
strap (F) and roll up about 50mm of one end; unroll, and while curled,
feed end through slot and out of square hole. Bring 2 ends together and
make 2 lengths equal about Grille (A).

Fit suction cup (E) to safety bracket (B) in 2 circular positions, by pinching
cup between index finger and thumb, warming under a hot tap, and
pushing home ball end of cup.

= Holding safety bracket with cups facing toward you, take both free ends of
=D safety strap (F) and feed through buckle, as shown opposite.

Return to your vehicle and secure Grille (A) in desired place using 3
suction cups. Ensure local area is clean before attaching cups to vehicle.
Pass safety strap (F) around door or sunroof and secure safety bracket (B)
in place on interior glass using suction cups; adjust safety strap (F) to fit.

For high speed journeys, it is strongly recommended that tail of sleeve (C)
is attached to your vehicle by taking remaining suction cup (E) and
securing it to tail of sleeve (C), by pressing ball end of cup through o-ring
- located on sleeve’s tail. If sleeve is to be allowed to drape freely on lower
" speed journeys, remove suction cup (E) from o-ring on tail of sleeve.
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Having assembled your speed-sleeve® please ensure you observe the following information

Use

I.  Always use a clean cloth and appropriate cleaning liquid on the local mounting surfaces and the suction cups (E),
and ensure these surfaces are dry, before fitting your speed-sleeve®.

2. To preserve the life of your speed-sleeve®, and maintain it in optimum condition, it is recommended that it is
not displayed on the vehicle in harsh weather conditions. e.g. high winds, heavy rain, snow or similar.

3. In operation, the combined safety bracket (B) and safety strap (F) serve 3 functions:
- Ensures your speed-sleeve® cannot fall to the ground, should it become detached from the vehicle.
- Acts as an internal hook, should you wish to secure the product inside your vehicle, when unattended.
- Acts as an anti-theft device, should you not secure speed-sleeve® inside your vehicle, when unattended.

4.  Your sleeve (C) is machine washable; see label inside sleeve tail.

Caution

. Itis recommended that the safety strap (F) is always passed between one of the doors of your vehicle, and
must be correctly fitted, with the safety bracket attached to the interior glass. Should the safety strap be too
short to be correctly fitted, contact info@speed-sleeve.com immediately, and a strap of appropriate length will
be despatched.

2. Front windows, which are partially or fully open, will substantially impact the display stability of speed-sleeve®.

3. Vehicle rear windows to which speed-sleeve® is attached should not be operated; whether the vehicle is in
motion or at a stand still.

4. Your speed-sleeve® is not a toy; never permit children to play with the product, or any of its component’s or
packaging.

5. Once assembled, dispose of all packaging in an environmentally friendly manner, and in such a way that it poses
no health risk to children.
